For the past five years, my tournament (The Ricky Palermo Spinal Injury Tournament) has conducted a one day clinic for both Soccer and Basketball.  Our local coaches run the kids through three hours of skills which they need to know if they want to learn the game.  It's a fun morning plus, it has helped us raise much-needed awareness for those who are most likely at risk (our young people).  So far we have raised in donated over $560,000, mainly to the Miami Project (the leader in spinal research), the other three places which benefit from our donations are: the UMMC (our Batavia Hospital), the spinal unit at Strong Memorial Hospital (the helped me when I was injured in 1981) and a functional electrical stimulation bike program (at the Batavia YMCA) that allows people with a spinal cord injury to actually be able to work out on a stationary bike for no cost to them.    


Last year's participants received not only three hours of skills, but either a soccer - ball or basketball, a T-shirt, bottled water and other donated items.  Batavia high school soccer coach (Roger Hume) will instruct the soccer clinic and Charlie Hage (Brockport coach) will be in charge of basketball.
